Ongoing Construction of the New Academic Block:

Despite the persistent delays due to the surge in Covid-19 cases in the city, and the subsequent
suspension of construction work, the 4-storey academic and administrative blocks are close to hand-
over stage constituting a covered area of 4800 and 2800 sq. m., respectively. Meanwhile, the college
has obtained all necessary approvals from local bodies for construction of three additional floors in
the two buildings, thereby augmenting the existing covered area by 5700 sq. m. The tender for the

same has been awarded by the CPWD and the work awaits commencement.
