Travelling is a great way of exploring new cultures and diverse
landscapes, relishing local cuisine and meeting people. It makes us
enriched in more ways than one and yet helps us stay grounded,
humble and tolerant.

The recent Pandemic induced confinement within our homes had
led to fatigue and stress both in our inter- personal relationships
and in the state of our physical fitness. The coming of the brief
Spring, ushered in hope and plans for venturing out of the city, to
travel and breathe in, the crisp mountain air or walk through the
inviting beaches. I chose to explore temple architecture in parts of
Tamil Nadu recently.The awesome pillars, tall gopurams, intricate
motifs on the exterior walls and towers, inscriptions, sculptures and
carvings on the inner walls and the majestic figures of the deities in
the sanctum were a treat to the eyes and the mind.

The triumph of the human spirit, its vision and labour to leave tales
of resilience, aesthetic and spiritual vitality of bygone dynasties and
their patronage to art and crafts persons are important reminders
that human spirit can outlive disasters and traumas induced by wars
and pandemics. If only we remember to construct, conserve and
nurture the artistic,; creative urge of humanity instead of the
acquisitive and expansionist tendencies, how rewarding would be
our sojourn on this planetl share here, a few glimpses of the
spectacular architecture and landscape of this region.
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Madurai, situated on the banks of the 258 km long Vaigai river, is
famous for the Meenakshi Temple. Meenakshi Amman Temple is
the only temple in India which has 14 colourful gopurams, four
entrances and gives precedence to the Shakti over the Shiva
principle, reflected in the location of the two deities.The temple
has innumerable stone carvings, many of them carved out of
monolithic stones. The 3-D frescoes on the temple’s ceiling and
the long, granite -pillared corridors offer an amazing
experience.The city is famous for its filter kaapi made with jaggery,
Jigarthanda(a concoction of milk, orange-hued sugar syrup,
almonds, vanilla essence, a scoop of icecream and soaked sabja
seeds to literally cool one’s jigar). The city boasts of GI tags for two
of its renowned products: Sungudi sarees and Madurai malli

(jasmine flowers).



Kanyakumari is a land of windmills and a rocky shore. Tourists from all

over the country visit this quaint little town to enjoy the sunrise and
the sunset. Other major attractions are Vivekananda Rock Memorial
and the statue of the Tamil poet, Thiruvalluvar. This second century
CE poet, believed to be a Jain by many is the author of Thirukkural,
written in couplets on the theme of Love, Wealth and Righteousness.
Agriculture is the mainstay of the district while fishing and tourism are
the major economic activities of the city. Fishing boats arrive at the city
shore, facing the Vivekananda Rock Memorial and the statue of
Thiruvalluvar, as early as 4 a.m.It was an exciting experience to watch
the busy fish market, teeming with buyers out to lay their hands on the
fresh catch.The glorious sunrise as its backdrop added to its vitality
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Rameswaram

Rameswaram is famous for its thousand-pillar corridor around the
presiding deity, Shiva as a jyotirlinga. The beautiful granite pillars are
considered unique and look symmetrical from multiple angles
complemented by intricate designs and colourful motifs on the
ceiling.

Another attraction in the city is the home of Dr AP] Abdul Kalam,
the school at which he studied, No.l Mandapam Panchayat Union
Primary School.The house at Mosque Street, which is hardly 200
meters from the school, is flocked by admirers and tourists. It
functions as a museum, housing rare pictures of Dr.Kalam from his
childhood to his Presidential years. Dr AP] Abdul Kalam’sMemorial,
built at his burial site in a nearby village, is an official archival space,

teeming with school students and visitors.




Kundukaal beach on the Pamban Island is a clean, shallow beach.
The island is surrounded by 21 islands of the Gulf of Mannar.
These islands are rich in coral reefs, hence remain as protected
and restricted parts of the national park chain. Chunks of dry
/hollow corals float on the waters, referred as floating stones
associated with the Ram Setu.

Twenty-five kilometres from Rameswaram, the ruins at

Dhanushkodi stand as mute testimony to the devastation caused

by a cyclone in 1964 that wiped out the villages, ﬁsherfc—)l‘l:s'_ wL=
hamlets, the railway station, the church and th;_ic_:hogl._‘. e e .
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Chozha Dynasty (300 BC-1279 CE) is one of the longest ruling dynasties

of the world and its contribution to art and architecture is

stupendous.Three of the UNESCO sites in Tamil Nadu were built by the
Chozhas. The Pandiyas, Nayakas and the Marathas who succeeded them

conserved and expanded the complexes to leave behind an awesome

ecosystem of living culture, craft and diverse arts, including bronze
sculptures and Tanjavur paintings in neighbouring villages till date.
Rajaraja I built the Big Temple spread over 40 hectares between 1003 and
1010 CE in Thanjavur. This temple, also known as Brihadisvara Temple, a
UNESCO World Heritage Site, has the world’s largest single rock , a 20-
ton Shivalingam and a 25-ton single rock Nandi under a tower. It
abounds in inscriptions in classical Tamil script. Thecarvings are splendid
in their attention to detail.

In the nearby Thanjavur Palace complex, Maratha ruler Serfoji’sSaraswati
Mahal Library is a museum thathouses rare manuscripts, more than
70,000 books and around 8,000 palm leaf manuscripts. When the British
took over in 1855, the Maratha emperor had only a single plea to the
coloniser—‘Do not destroy the library’.

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Karaikudi, Chettinadu

Karaikudi is a part of Sivagangai district of Tamil Nadu and represents
a group of 74 villages where the wealthy community of traders,
Chettiyars, once lived. There are more than 5000 mansions made of
limestone in these villages.Mansions from the pre-independence era
are grand, traditional structures, flaunting imported tiles and colonial
decor, majestic chandeliers, stained glass windows, teak wood furniture
and cast - iron pillars.Those built after Independence retain the
European style but use locally produced tiles and granite. Most
mansions are huge complexes, housing joint families, with their front
and rear doors opening into two different streets, with two distinct
postal addresses! At present, most of them are leased out as residencies
or remain unoccupied, under a caretaker’s supervision.

This region is famous for its spicy, non-vegetarian dishes and an array
of fluffy, melt in the mouth paniyaram, both sweet and savoury. The
artistic, handmade Aathankudi tiles and lovely, handloom, cotton
sarees add to the rich legacy of the Chettinadu region.

It is a delight to source the sarees from the weavers’ families,
directly from the adjoining villages, gape at the aiyanar deities
(village guardian), dotted with tall, terracotta horses. It was a
memorable tour, one that rejuvenated the body and the mind and
enabled the spirit and the imagination to soar, renewhope
andtravelextensively. The preceding two-year period of distress, loss
of loved ones and friends, compounded by long hours of staring at
screens, the work from home culture that disrupted both home and
work had left us disconnected and alienated. Travelling through this
land of interesting history and culture, moving close to nature,
watching sunsets near the ocean shores, indeed, was liberating and
rewarding.

Noise Pollution and Psychological Health

When a pollutant enters the environment and causes unfavourable
effects, it is called pollution. We know of several pollutions around us,
viz, air pollution, water pollution, light pollution, noise pollution etc.

What is Noise Pollution?

The spread of undesired sounds into the environment is known as
noise pollution. It is an unpleasant sound that causes disturbance.
Noise can be of many types; Continuous (e.g. from machines that run
continuously), Intermittent (e.g. from drilling machines), Impulsive
(e.g. from explosions) and Low-frequency (e.g. ticking of a clock or air
conditioner system).

Noise is nothing but unwanted sound. We encounter noise almost
always around us whether natural or man-made. It is an annoying tone
of sound that causes mild to major discomfort or irritation. These
sound vibrations cut through the background noise that pervades our
daily lives. And many people are experiencing a gradual rise in noise
pollution due to an increase in human activities.

Effects of Noise Pollution.

Noise has a negative effect on the bio-psycho-social health of an
individual. Direct exposure to loud or persistent noise can lead to
irreversible hearing impairment. Noise can interfere with speech
communications. Sleep disturbance is another major effect of
environmental noise subsequently leading to alterations on sleep stages
and depth. People who are exposed to high levels of noise may
experience a rise in blood pressure and an ingcreaged ‘risk of
hypertension. Annoyance, a social and behavioural aspeet is closely
related to noise.



Mental health is defined by the American Psychological Association as a
state of mind characterized by emotional well-being, good behavioral
adjustment, relative freedom from anxiety and disabling symptoms, and
a capacity to establish construetive®telationships and cope with the
ordinary demands and stuésses of life.

Loud and frequent néise can trigger stress and anxiety, People with
continued exposure to noise’ pollution will feel\irritable,, frustrated
easily, always on edge and angry. There are various'studies confirming
that excessive noise can aeceélerate and inténsify the incidence of latent
mental illnesses. Have you ever experienced or seen children avoiding
firecrackers/or covering their ears in environments of loud noise? This
is a case of/phonophobia/ sonophobia/ligyrophobia, ok the fear of loud
noise. Thisifear of loud noises may be overwhelming and cause panic
and anxiety in many people. Noise induced mental stress are
commonplace now-a-days. Noise can cause an increased it hormone
levels, blood "pressure and heart rate and in-turn increases the
probability of developing cerebrocardiovascular disease such as stroke,
arterial hypertension ete.

Exposure to traffic noise are found to be associated with psychological
disorders and mental health symptoms such,as anxiety and depression.
It can also increase the stress hormone levels in our body. Exposure to
high noise can lead to emotional response such as annoyance. In the
short term, it can lead to irritation, argumentativeness, hindrance in
rational thought process, distress, exhaustion and other stress related
symptoms. Severe annoyance has been associated with reduced well-
being and health. If experienced chronically, stress caused by
annoyance can trigger the development of cardiovascular diseases. It
may precipitate or even worsen already existing depression, anxiety and

other psychological disorders.

One of the most obvious impact of a loud noise going off during our
sleep is that it can wake us up immediately. It can disrupt us in ways
that we may not realise at that moment. This is true even during our
waking hours. When our bodies hear these noises, it reacts with a
stress reaction.

Exposure to high levels of noise has been associated with
development of neurosis, irritability and deteriorated mental health.
Psychiatric disorders are found to be associated with noise sensitivity.
Noise are found to adversely affect cognitive tasks performance.
Children may find it difficult to concentrate and study with loud
ambient noise. It can lead to increase in errors during cognitive tasks.
It has been shown that chronic exposure during early childhood
appears to impair reading acquisition and reduces motivational
capabilities. Concomitant psychophysiological - changes (blood
increases in stress hormone levels and blood pressure) are seen in
children with longer exposure to noise.

Solutions?

Of course, without a doubt, decreasing noise pollution is the ultimate
solution. It is easier said than done though. Creating and spreading
awareness to the ill-impacts of noise pollution to our health is the
need of the hour. One needs to be mindful of each of our individual
contributions to noise pollution and take conscious measures to

reduce the same.
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Meanwhile we can employ temporary measures to deal with this
menace. We can eliminate environment noise by using more
pleasing ones like white noise or sound spa. Noises, can also be
drowned out by using noise.cancelling headphones/earphones.

Individual differences in terms of sensitivity, attitude and
resilience capacity will also determine the potential benéfits of

the above.

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The role of Information and Communication
Technology (ICT) in evolving the effective
Education Policies in India.

Since a few decades in past, the Indian Government has been
upgrading its education system through various means. All education
commissions and review committees are the strongest evidence of it.
During the early 1970s, the information and communication
technology (ICT) was treated as a vehicle for encouraging positive
changes in education system. The ongoing digital era is also
remarkable for emergence of ICT as one of the most efficient tools in
teaching-learning process which changed the whole education
scenario during Covid-19. Moreover, Indian policy makers have put
great efforts in promoting ICT enabled education system in both the
sectors private and public. The National Education Policy 2020
covers large scale transformative reforms in elementary as well as
higher levels of education including schools and colleges. Access,
quality, equity, accountability and affordability are five important
pillars of the policy that also support the agenda for sustainable
development 2030. In fact, ICT is playing a significant role in
ensuring the effective and efficient assessment of teaching-learning
process. It offers a wide range of tools to instructors that can be
utilized in the classroom and can change the ongoing difficult
educational scenario. It promotes the idea of interactive live sessions
using various creative ICT tools and techniques for exchanging the
innovative ideas shared by both teachers and students. ICT has been
overpowering the traditional methods of teaching teaching learning
process from being a one-sided process to a process that involves
collaborative initiative through various digital technologies.

In December 2004, the concept of ICT was initially introduced at the
primary level of education by the Government of India but later on, it
was revised in 2010 to provide equal opportunities for enrolled
students at the secondary level of education also. Government of
India has already been taking various initiatives for encouraging the
utilization of ICT in education system through introducing several
policies such as, “RashtriyaAvishkarAbhiyan” that aims to nurture the
young learners with spirit of questioning and learning inside and
outside the classrooms to gather attention on innovation and use of
technology and make learning of Science Mathematics a joyful and
meaningful activity. At present, the Government has launched a
national  drive  for  secondary  education named @ as
“RashtriyaMadhyamikShikshaAbhiyan” which integrates ICT in
schools to bridge the digital divide amongst students of various socio
economic and other geographical barriers. The responsibilities has
been assigned to nine national coordinators, All India Council for
Technical Education (AICTE)National Programme on Technology
Enhanced Learning (NPTEL), University Grants Commission (UGC),
Consortium for Educational Communication (CEC), National
Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT), National
Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS), Indira Gandhi National Open
University (IGNOU), Indian Institute of Management, Bangalore
(IIMB), National Institute of Technical Teachers Training and
Research (NITTTR) in ensuring the quality of the educational
content on the web portals launched by the Indian Government. To
make its reach easier and wiswe, the mobile app “ePathshala” has
been launched by the Ministry of Education, Government of India
and “National Council of Educational Research and Training
(NCERT)". It provides all educational e-resources/e-books including
textbooks, audio, video, periodicals, and a variety of non-print and

print materials for Students, Teachers, Parents, researchers and
educators to reach the goal of smart education and complete
digitisation of India.  Similarly, “Saransh”,  “Shaala  Siddhit”,
“ShaalaDarpan” are some more mobile apps launched by Ministry of
Education, Government of India that offer NCERT books on mobile.

Although ICT has potential to take the education system of India to a
higher level of international standard maintained across the world, its
implementation is one of the key challenges in incorporating ICTs in
Indian Education System. The effective implementation of ICT in
schools and colleges demands high expenditure in the installation and
running of the tools. Afletof financial investments would be essential
to afford latest hardware and softwaresfacilities, and its maintenance.
Moreover, it will have to be ensured that the development agencies
should always keep the records of latest developments of tools and
techniques because upgrading teaching-learning skills as per demand
of time is a herculean task. With ever evolving technologies, training
programs for faculties in education sectors are needed to be
conducted on regular basis. Due to easy access of internet, the risk of
inappropriate content reaching to the students is very high with
compromising privacy and security. Therefore, some group of teachers
from each institution should be trained for instructing appropriate
security and regulatory measures under the ICT laws. At school level,
“National award for Teachers using ICT for innovation in education”
is one of the good initiatives taken by Indian Government for
promoting computer enabled learning and usage of ICT in teaching.
At college level, the same practices should be followed to motivate
educators and instructors for innovative usage of ICT in enhancing

teaching-learning methods.

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Dangal ~ A Review

Dangal is a biopic of Mahaveer Singh Phogat and his two wrestler
daughters, Geeta and Babita Phogat’s struggle and march towards
glory at the commonwealth games. The movie despite being the
story of Geeta Phogat, is focused upon the thoughts, feelings and
life of Mahaveer Phogat. Although the movie passes the three
criteria’s of Bechdel Test, we do find certain limitations to it, the
women not having the central role in the movie being one.

We live in such a country where the people have a lot of talent to
showcase but cannot because of cons:.traints of funding and
inadequate promotion of §ports. Such example can also be seen
when Phogat went to the officials fer funding but they straight
away refused it. The movie starts with Aamir Khan watching a
wrestling match and then having a eonversation with his colleague
who was also a former wrestler. He states the fact how there are
many wrestlers in India but the ratio of winning is equally less in
this field. We also see him saying, “Medal toh hamare chhore bhi laa
sake hai, bas paisa nahi hai,” which highlights yet another issue of
sports being gendered and how some sports like wrestling is
associated only with men. There are other thihgs too which are
gendered like blue for men and pink-for women or how cooking is
for only women while most of thelchefs today are men; to name a
few. We also notice how'it's a duty of'a father to marry her off. This
could be seen when Phogat 'gde-s -‘tb ‘request holidays for his
daughters but was refused jand mSt was offered holidays for

their marriage. 1
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We also face the harsh truth of life, how only the result matters to
people, and no one understands and appreciates the hard work and
struggle behind it. It is shameful how we recognize a sportsperson
until they win a medal for our country or a movie is made on them.
We can see the exact thing happening in the movie as well when a
shopkeeper mocks Mahaveer for buying eggs for the girls, yet we
also see the same shopkeeper publicizing his shop with their name
and posters after their win.

Another major part that I came across is that every single poster of
Dangal consisted of Aamir Khan as the central figure in it, despite
the movie supposedly having been made on Geeta and Babita
Phogat. The same thing is noticed in the poster of Chak De India,
where the central figure is given to Shahrukh khan despite the
movie being on women’s hockey team. Surprisingly, we find the
poster of Mary Kom with Priyanka Chopra in it, although her coach
was a man.

Another point which needs to be highlighted is that the narrator’s
voice which was of Mahaveer’s nephew could have been the voice of
his daughters, keeping in mind that the movie is made on the
daughters and their father. Another major issue noticeable in the
movie is Sexism. Geeta was seen suddenly losing as she started
growing her hair, paint nails and again started to win when she
stopped doing it and followed the masculine customs. Sexism was
also seen when Geeta was passed sexist comments by the audience
for wearing shorts and for competing with boys. Even their mother
is seen to be with the same mindset when she said, “Pehelwani toh
sirf chhore hi kare hein,” to her husband.

These lyrics of the song not only talks about wrestling but also
about woman’s Dangal in her life. No matter how much of a big
challenge stares at us, we look at it fiercely and face it with courage.

In the movie, we also see how Mahaveer does not acknowledge the
hard work of his daughters and says, “Pehelwani toh khoon mein
hove hai,” thus saying that it is his genes which are making them
win. Mahaveer is also seen to be saying “chora hi meri khwahish
puri kar sake hai” of winning a gold medal, in which it shows how he
never mentions of having a daughter. Yet later, it shows how he
forced his dream upon his daughters by saying, “Gold toh gold hove
hai, koi bhi laaye.” It shows how he just wants to fulfil his dream of
winning a gold medal and is not really concerned about their
achievement and just saw them as a pathway to his own dream.
Mahaveer Singh Phogat always wanted to have a son. It is also seen
in the movie that he was stressed and worried during the time of
delivery of his wife, but not because of her wife’s health or the
health of her new born girl, but because of the sex of the baby. In
addition to that, the society started giving weird solutions to have a

boy after the birth of a second girl child.
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One of them was caught saying, “kaali bhens ko roti dena,” to
Mahaveer’s wife. Soon his wife was also shown guilty and not a
proud mother to her daughters. She felt guilty as a wife to not be
able to give her husband a boy child. But Mahaveer was only seen to
be stressed about not completing his dream than anything. He got
hope when one day, Geeta and Babita were seen to beaten up some
boys. This highlights another issue in the story which is that of how
violence is seen in both sides of gender. When Geeta and Babita
were with the mother along with the boys they had beaten, the
mother of one of those boys said, “Sharam nahi aati ke chhori se pit
ke aaya hai” which shows the kind of embarrassment for a boy to be
beaten up by a girl. In the case of a women, the same situation is
that the case of domestic violence which is disturbingly accepted
and normalized by our society as we also see in the movie,
“unlimited Girls,” where it says, “aurat chai na banaye toh hum
pyaar se maar sakte hai.”

Unfortunately the whole movie wanting to show the lives of Geeta
and Babita Phogat, it fails to highlight the identity of the women as
all of them are seen to be associated with Mahaveer, be it the wife or
the daughters. Even the thoughts and feelings of women are sung
by men in the movie. Also sadly, the background music reflected
sadness at the time of birth of a girl child. The girl in whose
marriage, Geeta and Babita went, didnt seem to be happy,
possibility is that she might have been forced to marry like many
girls at a young age. This reflects the topic of child marriage in the
movie which is still prevalent in some parts of the country. Also i
want to mention that what if Mahaveer had a son and three
daughters? Would they have been received the same opportunities
like they did when there was no son? Probably not.
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If Mahaveer had a son, his whole concentration would have been
gone on the son with daughter only been limited to household
activities and marriage. In one of the songs, we also observe how
the two dancers, Geeta and her brother were crossed dressed
which is quite relevant in many of the Bollywood movies and about
which we studied in one of pir articles as well.

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Unlimited Girls -A Review

Directed by Paromita Vohra and produced by Sakshi in the year
2002, the documentary film Unlimited Girls is a hybrid of fiction
and non-fiction which follows investigations and conversations
on why a woman must live multiple lives. The documentary also
highlights various questions like do we modify the meaning of
feminism as we live or feminism affects the way we live? We also
notice how no one in the documentary easily accept being a
feminist. The narrator of this documentary is a woman named
Fearless who because of loneliness starts searching for love and
ends up being on a website named all you need is love.com,
where she meets with a group of women. She begins to
encounter, dispute and continuously challenge what she sees
and feels. We also observe that the real

name of these women along with the narrator is unknown to us.
The narrator’s given name “Fearless” in the documentary is but
appropriate according to her character. She is fearless enough to
embark on her journey to find answers about various questions
pertaining to feminism. Fearless in the midst of finding these
answers, she goes to a fish market, and quotes that, “life is a fish,
and then you fry.” A Bechdel Test is a way to evaluate whether a
moyie or any work of fiction portrays women in a way that is
sexist or characterized by gender stereotyping. "sThis
documentary is able to pass the Bechdel Test as it features two
women, they do talk to each other and their conversation
comcerns something other than a man, thus fulfilling @ll the
three criteria’s of the test.
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Although, a Bechdel Test is one useful metric for looking at blind
spots around the representation but it doesn’t touch on many of
the important aspects like how important these roles are.

Talking about the title of the documentary, Unlimited Girls, the
motive behind it is majorly highlighted in the end scenes where a
man is talking about certain limits of a woman. He like many in
our society believes that a woman should never cross a certain
boundary, created by the society itself and if she does, something
wrong will happen to her.

We can observe in our society as well how a patriarchal cage
exists around women which threatens their freedom. The title
powerfully shuns this cage which bounds women to live a life in a
way which is controlled by men. This title thus, is a big answer to
all these stereotypes and believes that, yes, women can be “un-
limited.” We also come across many sexist remarks made by
certain people in the documentary like, girls are used for just an
attraction in the background, woman should get a husband who
can hold her tight, it is okay for a woman to be raped if she is not
a virgin, “aurat bacchi hoti hai”, girls should always have certain
tolerance level, girls always want to attract men, they always
attend party and get dressed up to impress men etc. etc. We also
come across a scene when a woman only says, “a woman is not a
woman without a bra.” The documentary starts with a song,
“Aaavaz ke saaye,” sung by a woman which may also literally
mean that the song talks about a voice which is following the lady

like a shadow.
This can be the voice of the patriarchal society which restricts her

to follow the desires of her life. We also come across other sexist
songs in the movie, like “what is behind your blouse, what is
behind your scart” in the middle of the documentary.
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On the other hand, the documentary also has some empowering
songs written and sung by middle class women in protests and daily
life, like, “uth jag meri behna, ye zulm nahi sehna.” The beginning
scene also showcases a woman who is reading a book called. “Land
of illusions,” which can mean that the woman hopes for a world
which is beyond this real one where she is getting all the
opportunities, freedom and respect which she deserves. The
documentary follows a distinctive style which emphasizes the
diversity of feminism by incorporating a variety of narratives, like
interviews, history, paintings, advertisements and songs. It revolves
around the major themes of patriarchy, feminism and gender
stereotypes. stereotypes. It also introduces us with an idea of
freedom and of feminists as a label.

A certain pattern is also seen to be followed in the documentary as
we see the narrator questioning and interviewing people of all the
groups, be if children, youngsters, old aged, women working in
organizations, couples and their families. This helps us in gathering
answers from all the perspectives. The documentary also gives us a
glimpse of how women have fought for freedom against the

British and the patriarchal structure in the past and how roads are
also named after these women. Many women were even tortured
and arrested who were a part of the protests. An important point is
also highlighted when the narrator says that only the achievements
and political side of women has been highlighted with a very little
mention of a middle class woman'’s journey and her struggles in the
history of women. It is also mentioned that how the groups and
NGOs are just the byproducts of feminism and not feminism in
itself. We also should observe how there are very few people who

become a voice against the tide.
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Even in the documentary, a woman says that a movement started
so she joined but she never had the courage to start one herself.
We notice through the documentary how people had a belief that
feminism is a concept which opposes gender equality, even now,
feminists are given tags of “men haters.” In the documentary too,
we see how on the website, feminists are searched upon as the
“most dangerous women.”

An advertisement is shown where two women ask a girl what she
wants to become, and when she says she wants to become a
feminist, ironically a man comes to the rescue and compares
feminists with an egg, and calls them boiled, unloved, lonely and
ugly. We also notice another advertisement in the end, for a
fictitious product, male gaze goggles.

This ad reflects how people search for their love through these
goggles, but their love equals to a perfect body shape. I also want
to mention here about an article which talked about the skin
color preferences on Indian Matrimonial sites, thus love equating
color of the skin. In the documentary, we notice a man saying
that if an army husband of a woman dies and she marries again, it
is because she wants a man and cannot live without him, and the
fact that all the women present in the workshop were proudly
clapping over his statement.

A major issue of domestic violence is also shown where a man
claims that, if a woman didn’t serve his man properly, it is his
right to slap her. He also says “maarne se pyaar badhta hai ya
pyaar se hi toh maarte hai.” There is another advertisement too
about a fictitious product named “Horlicks” with a similar
tagline that, “It is a woman’s duty to help her husband.” Other
issues of child labor, language barrier, dowry and eve teasing can
also be seen in the documentary.
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[ would also like to mention about a painting from the documentary,
“THE BHARTIYA NARI,” which reflects one of the major problems of
woman burnt to death.
