
REPORT ON GENDER SENSITIZATION FORUM’S 
ORIENTATION CONDUCTED IN ARYABHATTA COLLEGE

The college organized a Gender SensiƟzaƟon OrientaƟon Programme with the objecƟve 
of creaƟng awareness about gender equality, inclusivity, and respect for all genders 
including LGBTQ+ community. 

The event began with Dr. Rashmi Rai (Convener) addressing the gathering, who 
highlighted the need for gender sensiƟvity in today’s society and how the commiƩee is 
guided by the UGC’s Saksham Guidelines for Ensuring the Safety of Women and 
Programmes for Gender SensiƟsaƟon on Campuses. 

The other members of the commiƩee Dr. Geeta Budhraja, Dr. PreeƟ Gachhe, Dr. Rajiv 
Ranjan, Dr. Promila talked about various issues related to gender discriminaƟon, 
workplace harassment, and the role of youth in promoƟng gender jusƟce. They also 
explained how gender is not limited to biological differences but also includes social, 
emoƟonal, and cultural aspects. The discussion included insights into the challenges 
faced by the LGBTQ+ community, such as social sƟgma, exclusion, and 
misunderstanding..  

The members discussed various challenges faced by individuals due to gender 
stereotypes and bias. Through interacƟve discussions and real-life examples, students 
were encouraged to reflect on their own percepƟons and aƫtudes toward gender. They 
also explained how small acƟons like respecƟng boundaries, using inclusive language, 
and standing up against discriminaƟon contribute to a more just and equal society.  



The orientaƟon also focused on legal provisions such as the POSH Act (PrevenƟon of 
Sexual Harassment at Workplace) and the college’s Internal Complaints CommiƩee (ICC), 
other grievance mechanisms available on campus was explained, ensuring students 
know their rights and responsibiliƟes in maintaining a safe college environment. 

Students expressed that the orientaƟon helped them gain a deeper understanding of 
gender diversity and moƟvated them to contribute toward creaƟng an inclusive and 
supporƟve campus. 

The session concluded with an open discussion, where parƟcipants shared their thoughts 
and suggesƟons on creaƟng a more inclusive and safe college environment. Overall, the 
programme was highly informaƟve and thought-provoking. It helped students 
understand the importance of equality, empathy, and mutual respect in building a 
progressive society.
