on Special Duty and Press 

Secretary to former President of 

India K R Narayan. He is also an 

Ex-Director in the Prime 

Minister’s Office.  

Prof. Manoj Sinha, Principal of 

the college welcomed the guest 

and highlighted that the College 

had been involved in research 

around the unsung heroes of 

freedom movement. 

Using various anecdotes & examples, Mr. Sahu informed the audience about the bravery of 

the Indian National Army (INA) of Subhash Chandra Bose and threw light on the lives of 

many unsung heroes who were a part of INA and instances and facts related to the freedom 

struggle. He quoted Mahatma Gandhi’s lines which said “Do not beat people for reciting or 

chanting any slogan” and explained about the contributions of   Mahatma Gandhi in bringing 



Swaraj with non-violence. He also talked about the importance of music in bringing 

discipline and solidarity in one’s life. He then talked and discussed about the article he wrote 

on Gandhi in 21st century connecting some key points and how it was predicted that there will 

be air pollution in future which will affect all the unsung heroes of that time. He asserted that 

Gandhi defined Swaraj in terms of clean air, soil & water. 

In the end, Mr. Sahu opened the floor for questions and the event came to an end with the 

national anthem.  Refreshment was arranged for all the attendees of the program. The event 

witnessed enthusiastic participation from total 65 participants including students, NSS 

volunteers and faculty members.
